HABEMUS PAPAM 
“PEACE BE WITH YOU” 

“Peace be with you. Dearest brothers and sisters, this was the first greeting of the risen Christ, the good  
shepherd who gave his life for the flock of God. I, too, would like this greeting of peace to enter your hearts, to
