Year 2 Visit to White Post Farm  
 
We are very excited to announce that Class 2 will be visiting White Post Farm.  This exciting trip links to 
our geography topic on farming, and science topic on animals, living things and habitats during our time 
in Year 2. 
 
The trip will take place on Tuesday 30th June 2026. 
 
We will be leaving school about 9am and returning for approximately 3.30pm. A school packed lunch will 
be provided so the children just require their water bottle with their name clearly labelled on it. Please 
state below what lunch option you require. 
 
The cost of this trip will be £26.65 per child which includes coach travel, entry to the farm, a farm guide, 
a tractor ride, and animal feed to feed the animals.  Children can bring a small amount of cash (£3) to buy 
an ice cream if they wish to but this needs to be in a named, sealed envelope. We will only visit the shop 
to buy an ice cream if time allows us to, but this will also be weather dependent. Any unused cash will 
be returned to the children on our return. 
 
Children can wear their PE kit and trainers on the day of the trip with a waterproof coat and hat if required. 
Most of the activities will take place outside so wearing their PE will be more comfortable.
